Codes do we need them?

All too often when using database software we are confronted with a code for this and a code for that. Why do we need codes? What is their purpose? Traditionally codes were always used to save space – space on the hard drive and real estate on the screen. These issues are no longer of importance. 

Have you ever wondered when entering in a code and description for a parent file why the code is required? Most of us do it because that is what we do. I get really annoyed at, for example, searching through a Customer list only to find I cannot search by the customer name. Which programmer was too stingy to allocate an index on the customer name?

I avoid codes like the plague. If they are not necessary don’t have them. Sure I here you say “there a plenty of times they are required”, that may be true.  Space to display the information and perhaps consistency with older programs and their users come to mind. To demonstrate my point I have contributed a full working VDF7-IDE compliant application.
This contribution I hope will inspire other developers to contribute a full working version of a software product.
